
	Supervisor Illig called the regular meeting of the Pulteney Town Board to order at 7:00 PM on Wednesday, November 12, 2025, at the Pulteney Town Hall with the Pledge of Allegiance. 
	Roll call:  Supervisor Mark Illig; Councilman Jon Beckman; Councilman Kathleen Burns; Councilman Richard Rees; Councilman Tammy Tones; Highway Superintendent Terry Gibson; Attorney Jennifer Galvan; Bookkeeper Rebecca Welch; and Town Clerk Erica Button.         
	Bill Weber was present to speak of the recent passing of Carol Robinson and Gail Truax.  Bill did not know Carol but mentioned she lived in Town on Roff Hill, was a dedicated nurse for several years, she leaves behind her son and 2 brothers and will be sadly missed.  Gail, Bill knew very well.  She passed exactly 1 month after her husband, Bennie, who Bill spoke of at the September Board meeting.  Bill has many fond memories of their time together.  He first met Gail in 1966 after her parents, Dan and Leola Fitzwater, bought a cottage on Stone Point.  Bennie and Gail had 2 sons, Todd and Tim, and Bill commented on how much fun they and his boys probably had together over the summers on Keuka Lake.  Gail was very proud of her sons.  Todd flew in combat missions and had a picture taken with Queen Elizabeth; Tim became an air traffic controller in Pennsylvania where he lived with his wife, Anita, and their 3 daughters.  Being next door neighbors for the entire summers meant they visited frequently and have many happy memories of dinners and boat rides.  Before she passed, he remembered well visiting with Gail on her back porch while she worked on cross word puzzles and asked how his family was doing. Roll call vote:  Councilman Rees, yes; Councilman Beckman, yes; Councilman Tones, yes; Councilman Burns, yes; Supervisor Illig, yes.  Carried. 
[bookmark: _Hlk505084000][bookmark: _Hlk195617565]	Councilman Beckman made motion seconded by Councilman Burns to pay Water District #1 Bills in the amount of $19,751.08.  Roll call vote: Councilman Rees, yes; Councilman Beckman, yes; Councilman Tones, yes; Councilman Burns, yes; Supervisor Illig, yes. Carried.   
	The Highway, Municipal Services, and DCO reports were available to review.      
	Municipal Services manager Welch commented it has been a very busy month with building permits, including several new housing construction projects on the lake road.  He mentioned they are pouring concrete today for the approved special use permit for a retail farm supply store on Chidsey Hill.  He has received another request to renew the solar farm permit that is close to expiration.  Lauren is being told the new timeline is June 2026.  He will contact the company needing a renewal payment before issuing and inquire what the holdup is for project completion.  He will report any updates next month.  
	Supervisor Illig reported in the Water Dept. a customer had a large discrepancy in the amount of water usage being charged.  Chuck did a great job tracking down the problem and explaining to the customer the actual amount of water usage being accurate.  
	Our Assessor has started the revaluation process. She will be working with Dave in Urbana on Wednesdays to allow for his assistance.  
Highway Superintendent Gibson reported the Dept finished grader patching on rough spots and patched potholes.  They helped the Town of Bath haul gravel.  Bath will come up in the spring and help us gravel Depew Road.  The new mower tractor came in and is in service.  The survey on Tobey Road has been completed.  The trucks have all been inspected and plow equipment put on.  They had a test run on Tuesday, and everything worked properly.  
The Planning Board held a meeting on Monday with a subdivision and a special use permit hearing.  The sub-division was approved; the special use permit hearing is left open with the next scheduled meeting for January 12, 2026.  The Board is requesting more information and clarification from the applicant.  Attorney Galvan apologized for not being able to attend the meeting as she intended.  She will plan to be at the January meeting and will address any questions from the Planning Board in the meantime.  The ZBA does not have a meeting scheduled for November.  
Under old business, under recreational updates, Councilman Burns reported she has asked the committee for someone to take over at the end of the year when her term on the Town Board expires.  The committee is suggesting someone from the Town Board should be chair of the committee if they were to proceed with pursuing a recreational grant.  Councilman Burns spoke with Assessor Roe regarding re-mailing survey letters in hopes of getting a better community response for the long-term direction and goals residents are interested in.  She realized not only would it be a difficult process in printing (multiple mailings would go to 1 resident who has multiple parcels) but it would also be quite costly to the Town.  This brings back the question of does the Town want to pursue a grant, do we need a grant, and who would be willing to oversee?  Stay tuned.  
Supervisor Illig made motion seconded by Councilman Tones to appoint Charlie Commisso as a full-time member of the Zoning Board of Appeals with a term of 1/1/26-12/31/30.  All in favor.  Carried.  Charlie is a welcomed edition to the ZBA and will be a great asset.  He resides on West Lake Road and owns additional property on Middle Road. 
Under new business, the Ethics Board recently met on Wednesday, November 5th.  The Chairman, Chuck Dluzak, was present to share the results of the meeting.  The Chairman read a letter submitted and signed by himself and the Ethics Board.  The Ethics Board met consequently due to a letter written July 23, 2025, by Supervisor Illig in support of Ryan Vineyard’s application for grant funding that was sent without Town Board approval.  After the letter was sent, Supervisor Illig consulted with Attorney Galvan and was informed the letter should not have been sent.  At the September Board meeting Supervisor Illig acknowledged his error in sending the grant funding letter before Board approval.  In addition, on October 23, 2025, he sent a letter to the Planning Board acknowledging his error to them as well.  The Ethics Board confirmed that an ethics violation did occur.  They do appreciate Supervisor Illig’s ownership of misjudgment and consider the matter closed with no further action.    
Continuing with new business, Supervisor Illig is recommending renewing the 2024 Bond Anticipation Note that was taken out last year for the purchase of a new Highway truck in the sum of $100,000.00 including paying off the remaining difference of the bond payment due of approx. $57,000.00.  Attorney Galvan reviewed and prepared the necessary legal documents for the BAN renewal.  Councilman Rees made motion seconded by Councilman Tones to authorize the $100,000.00 Bond Anticipation Note renewal dated November 12, 2025, bearing interest at the rate of 4.2% per annum, payable at maturity and maturing on November 12, 2026.  Roll call vote: Councilman Rees, yes; Councilman Beckman, yes; Councilman Tones, yes; Councilman Burns, yes; Supervisor Illig, yes. Carried.   
Lastly on the agenda is our annual Town Christmas luncheon for Town employees and volunteers.  As in previous years, it will be held at JB’s Restaurant on December 11th at noon.  Clerk Button will send an email invite out.  
At this time, 7:30PM, Supervisor Illig made motion seconded by Councilman Burns to recess the regular meeting and enter into the scheduled public hearing regarding the proposed 2026 Town of Pulteney preliminary budget.  All in favor.  Carried.  Clerk Button published a legal notice of public hearing as required. Supervisor Illig explained the Board has been working on the budget process for months now.  They held a budget workshop creating a tentative budget, adopting such in September with proposed changes, adopting the preliminary in October, and bringing us to this evening.  Supervisor Illig stated there is a proposed 2% tax increase for property owners as discussed throughout the budget process.   Supervisor Illig asked the Board if anyone had any questions regarding the proposed 2026 preliminary budget?  As mentioned last month Councilman Burns questioned with the changes that were made in September at the budget workshop, if the totals all add up and are correct?  Supervisor Illig confirmed he reviewed and the revenue vs expenditure totals all add up and appear correct.  He asked the public if there were any questions, comments, concerns?  There was question of what line item “Personal Services” in all 3 budgets refers to?  Bookkeeper Welch responded that is the verbiage used to reference salaries.  With nothing further heard, Supervisor Illig made motion seconded by Councilman Burns to close the public hearing and resume the regular meeting.  All in favor.  Carried.  Councilman Beckman made motion seconded by Councilman Tones to adopt the following Resolution:

	RESOLVED, that the Town of Pulteney hereby adopts the 2026 budget; and it is further 
	RESOLVED, that the Town Clerk is hereby authorized to send the adopted budget to the Steuben County Clerk of the Legislature Office.	
Roll call vote:  Councilman Rees, yes; Councilman Beckman, yes; Councilman Tones, yes; Councilman Burns, yes; Supervisor Illig, yes.  Carried.   
Supervisor Illig asked if the public had any further comments or questions.  There was a question regarding additional road signage, possibly guardrails, being put up along a sharp corner on CR 76 if needed to be addressed through the Town first or the County in moving forward.  Highway Supt. Gibson responded to contact the County.  Next there was a request to investigate possibly extending fire protection the length of Cross Street and potentially on Gallagher Road. Extending the Water District was investigated in 2015 with the large majority on Cross Street against the proposal therefore the discussion did not go further.  The resident was not familiar with the process or how to go about researching but with the continued growth of housing and projects he thought to bring the notion back up to see if the residents of Cross Street and the Town had a change of heart.  Supervisor Illig stated it would entail a lengthy process, surveying the residents again, the Town would need to establish Water District #2, secure a bond, etc.  Supervisor Illig, however, said the request to re-look into is reasonable.  He stated he would be happy to sit down with him and Chuck to discuss the process and go from there.  
Lastly, Supervisor Illig noted there was an election on November 4th with all running this year being re-elected.  With Councilman Burns leaving at the end of the year; we welcome recently elected official Michael Gabrielli to the Town Board.  With nothing further heard, Supervisor Illig made motion seconded by Councilman Tones to adjourn the meeting.  All in favor.  Carried.
