	Roll call:  Councilman Jon Beckman; Councilman Tammy Tones; Councilman Michael Gabrielli; Councilman Richard Rees; Highway Superintendent Terry Gibson; Attorney Jennifer Galvan; Bookkeeper Rebecca Welch; and Town Clerk Erica Button.  Absent was Supervisor Mark Illig.    
	Bill Weber spoke of the recent passing of Vic Card.  Bill would see Vic on occasions when Bill was shopping at his grocery store in Hammondsport, The Big M.  He noted one of the things about Vic’s store was that his butcher department was open to the public to view them working on their orders.  He wishes he saw Vic more knowing his family and his kind personality.  Vic will be remembered and missed by all who knew him. 
Councilman Tones made motion seconded by Councilman Beckman to accept the minutes of the January 14, 2026, organizational and regular Board meeting.  All in favor.  Carried.  
Councilman Gabrielli made motion seconded by Councilman Tones to authorize to pay General Bills in the amount of $79,417.11.    Roll call vote:  Councilman Tones, yes; Councilman Rees, yes; Councilman Gabrielli, yes; Councilman Beckman, yes.  Carried.  The voucher to the Pulteney Free Library that the registered voters of Pulteney approved in the November election was included in this total.

	Councilman Beckman made motion seconded by Councilman Tones to pay Water District #1 Bills in the amount of $1,639.53.  Roll call vote:  Councilman Tones, yes; Councilman Rees, yes; Councilman Gabrielli, yes; Councilman Beckman, yes.  Carried.  
	The bank reconciliations were emailed to the Board for their review yesterday.  Bookkeeper Welch relayed to let her know of any questions.   
	The Highway, Water Department, Municipal Services, Historian, Justice, and DCO reports were available to review. 
	Clerk Button reported approx. 2.9 million has been collected thus far with 270 unpaid bills remaining.  The Town has been paid in full and the majority payment due to the County has been sent.  
	Municipal Services Manager Welch commented on business as usual nothing out of the ordinary.  The cold weather has really put a halt to construction projects lately.  He expects next week when temperatures rise, they will get back on track.  He mentioned W.O. Dluzak has a large leak that is being measured within the district; however, the location of the leak has not been determined at this point in time.  Further updates next month.    
Highway Superintendent Gibson reported the Dept. has been busy plowing, sanding, and working on equipment.  There is an issue with a resident on Baughman Road who posted signs in the Town Right-of-Way.  The signs were placed on the roadside of the ditch.  When Highway Supt. Gibson pushed snow back, he removed the signs as they were not allowed where the resident posted.  If this occurs again, he suggested having Attorney Galvan send a letter explaining the Town Right-of-Way Laws.  
Councilman Beckman had inquiries relating to Historian Ray Emery’s report and pictures he has available of The Keuka Wine Co. and White Top Champagne Co.  Clerk Button will contact Ray and get them in touch to view and answer any historical questions he has.   
Attorney Galvan reported she has been notified by the plaintiff’s Attorney regarding the Tobey Road settlement, that was approved and executed by the Town Board at the January meeting after an executive session, that a mistake was made on their end.  When they went to file the documents with the County Clerk’s Office it was identified in drafting the boundary line agreement, they did not include an interested party’s signature.  Their Attorney re-drafted, including an additional signature line, and Deputy Supervisor Rees is now requested to sign the updated agreement.   
	Under new business, Highway Supt. Gibson relayed that the mowers for the Town cemeteries and Town properties from last year will remain the same.  He will confirm contract pricing and the Town Board will have the agreements to review and approve at the March meeting.  
	Lastly, Highway Supt. Gibson has hired a new Highway employee starting next week.  He will have a 6-month probationary period to ensure the hire is a good fit for the department.    
With no need for an executive session, Councilman Rees asked if the public had any comments or questions?  With nothing heard, Councilman Rees made motion seconded by Councilman Beckman to adjourn the meeting.  All in favor.  Carried.
